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Ethiopia and Eritrea Settle Dispute

An international claims commission awarded Ethiopia slightly more than Eritrea as it settled mutual claims worth hundreds of millions of dollars for death, injury, rape, looting and destruction during their two-year border war. The decision, announced Tuesday in The Hague, blamed Eritrea for starting the war and left it owing Ethiopia about $10 million. The awards concluded a complex arbitration that was part of the 2000 peace agreement ending the conflict, which cost tens of thousands of lives. Both countries accepted the settlement. 
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
