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South Africa: Attacks on Immigrants Decline

After more than two weeks of attacks on Zimbabweans, Malawians, Mozambicans and other immigrants living in poor townships, the government said that calm was returning and that there had been no additional incidents in the past three days. More than 1,300 people have been arrested for crimes related to the violence in Johannesburg, Pretoria, Cape Town and elsewhere. Thousands of displaced victims will be sheltered in small tents and provided with clean water and toilets.
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
