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South Africa: Effort to End Attacks

President Thabo Mbeki gave approval for the army to help end attacks that have killed more than 40 people. The attacks on African immigrants, accused by many poor South Africans of taking scarce jobs and fueling crime, have forced 16,000 people from their homes, unnerved investors and hit the currency, the rand. A police spokeswoman said equipment and troops would be deployed to affected townships. The police said the death toll since the violence started on May 11 had risen to 42.
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
