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A soccer match between Jomo Cosmos and the Highlanders of Zimbabwe will take place on Sunday in Johannesburg in a bid to unite Africans against xenophobia, Action Support Centre said on Tuesday. 

The match called "Ubuntu Derby" will be played at Johannesburg Stadium from 1pm, said spokesman Philani Ndebele. 

He said the initiative, which will also include other forms of entertainment, was expected to bring together all Africans in South Africa.

Ndebele said funds raised through ticket sales will be channelled towards vulnerable children, skills development, repatriation programmes and the continuation of the anti-xenophobia campaign. 
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
