The Ruling ANC ideology
Anonymous E-mail to Genocide Watch
27 March 2012

Genocide Watch received a well-documented and well-balanced e-mail about the polarized situation in South Africa. The South African author wishes to be anonymous, which we do respect, but he gives us the permission to publish parts of the e-mail. The following text is written by the author himself. 
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Introduction
Formerly, I have listed the three root causes of SA’s polarization (in no particular order) as :

1. SA’s socio-economical inequalities

2. The ANC’s use of polarization to rally support

3. The ANC’s ideology of wealth-redistribution from whites to blacks

Given SA’s history, it is easy to understand how SA’s inequalities (root-cause 1) leads to polarization. This is a major factor that enabled Malema’s rise. Malema and his following does pose the most immediate risk of genocide in SA. However, because it appears that Malema monopolises all of your attention regarding SA, I must call your attention onto the ANC and the significant role they play in polarizing SA. Therefore, the main focus of this email will be the ANC’s ideology (root-cause 3), their pursuit thereof and the consequences. I’ll also provide some glimpses into their use of polarization to rally support (root-cause 2). Finally, I’ll provide info on some miscellaneous relevant issues.

1. An update from the SA Institute of Race Relations (SAIRR)

Recently, Pieter Mulder (deputy minister of agriculture and leader of the small pro-Afrikaner/Boer political party Freedom Front Plus) ignited a controversy around the land-reform issue when he said SA-blacks cannot historically claim the largest part of SA’s land. He based this argument on the historical facts that the Khoi and San (non-black ethnic groups) were the original inhabitants of southern Africa before the black groups came from the north and drove them into the drier regions in and around Namibia. In reaction to a commonly cited statistic that 80+% of SA’s land is still in white ownership, the SAIRR published the following article, showing the falseness of this statistic.

2. The ANC’s Ideology

2.1 The ANC’s ideology - introduction

The very essence of the ANC’s ideology is to assume control over all centres of power in SA for the purpose of redistributing wealth, income, land and power from whites to blacks.

This ideology is dangerous because is gravitates in the direction of totalitarianism while keeping SA’s black population’s popular support by means of polarizing them against whites (and in the process polarizing whites against blacks).

This ideology is also held by Julius Malema and his following. They are a practical example of the genocidal potential of this ideology.

2.2 The ANC’s ideology - origins

Lenin’s theory of Imperialism states that colonial powers (like Britain) owed their prosperity to the ruthless exploitation of the indigenous populations of their colonies. In the 1950’s and 1960’s, the ANC and their ally the SACP (South African Communist Party) came to apply an adapted version of this theory to SA by identifying SA as a case of “colonialism of a special type” by equating whites to be the imperialist colonisers and blacks the exploited population. Wealth in white hands is therefore regarded as illegitimately acquired via exploitation of blacks and therefore needs to be redistributed back to blacks. The ANC/SACP identified and adopted the concept of a “national democratic revolution”(NDR) as a means to overthrow the “colonial” oppression in SA and correct the injustices committed upon the exploited.

In a normal liberation struggle against imperial powers, the imperial power might be overthrown and expelled from the colony. In SA’s case, however, whites (the imperial power) have also become indigenous. Expelling whites would’ve resulted in the ire of the international community against the ANC in the same degree as it was against Apartheid. Therefore, in the transitional period before 1994, the ANC agreed to a compromise. The key components of this compromise included a sovereign constitution based on the separation of powers plus an independent judiciary charged with the protection of a long list of rights, including property rights. The ANC signed up to a constitution for SA that guaranteed white wealth, even though it had been supposedly illegitimately acquired. 

However, post 1994 the ANC did not abandon the NDR. They reaffirmed their commitment to it at their conferences in 1997, 2002 and 2007. (Their next policy conference is due in June this year). The ANC still see themselves as a liberation movement (and therefore being entitled to rule) that needs to correct the imbalances that originated during Apartheid. According to NDR-thinking, the ANC needs to assume control over all “levers of power” in both the public and private sector to be able to do this.

2.3 The ANC’s ideology – current goals

The essence of the NDR-goal is to redistribute wealth, income, land and power from whites to blacks by means of assuming control over all centres of power.[4]

I quote the SAIRR [parenthesis in square brackets are my own]:

Well, the ANC certainly wasted no time in setting out the further tasks of the NDR in various “strategy and tactics” documents for its conferences in Mafeking in 1997, Stellenbosch in 2002, and Polokwane in 2007. These include:

1. Liberating blacks from "political and economic bondage"

2. “Eliminating apartheid property relations"

3. Redistribution of wealth, income, and land

4. Transforming systems of production and ownership

So much for the economics. What about the politics? Here the agenda includes:

1. Using affirmative action to make all centres of power demographically representative [“demographically representative” translates to “mostly black” because most of SA’s population is black]

2. Using cadre deployment to take control of all centres of power

3. Establishing specifically African control in political, social, and economic life [I’m not sure what this means. I think it also means in a sense “more black”]

4. Winning "the battle of ideas" so as to counter both "neo-liberalism" and "ultra-leftism".

2.4 The ANC’s ideology – implementation

The ANC recognises that aggressive implementation of its ideology would paradoxically undermine it, because they need a sustainable tax base and thus, a sustainable economy, investor confidence and international ties for SA. For example, discussions of nationalization of mines and banks would create the risk of capital flight from SA. Therefore, a key part of the implementation of the NDR is to assess the “balance of forces” from time to time. When the balance of forces is against you, you stage a tactical withdrawal. When the balance of forces favours you, you move forward. As an example, growing impatience among blacks about the slow pace of land reform shifts the “balance of forces” in favour of new legislation that provides for farm-expropriation that bypasses the SA judiciary.[7] The result is that the ANC’s ideology gets implemented in a very incremental and gradual manner as opposed to a “steam-roller” type of implementation.

2.5 The ANC’s ideology – Land Reform as a practical example

Land reform in SA provides one of the clearest examples of NDR-ideology at work. It shows numerous aspects of the NDR-ideology in action. Therefore, in addition to discussing land reform here under its own heading, I’ll also be referring back to land reform as an example several times further on in this email.

The NDR-goal is redistribution from whites to blacks by means of assuming control of all “levels of power”. Originally the ANC opted to follow the willing-buyer-willing-seller principle. Today the ANC wants to pass the controversial Green Paper on Land Reform legislation as law. This would enable them to expropriate farms with below market-value compensation (or even without compensation) while bypassing/ousting the SA-judiciary.[7]

This expropriation-legislation is in reaction to the “slowness” of land reform.[28] (Also take note that this legislation was made public in August 2011, after Malema had started calling for farm-seizures). The ANC blames the willing-buyer-willing-seller principle (meaning, white farmers) for this slowness.[28] The ANC also commonly cites that 80% to 87% of SA’s land is still in white ownership due to Apartheid.[29] All this serves to justify farm-expropriation while winning popular support from blacks by capitalizing on their impatience and on Apartheid-emotions.

However, the Department of Land Reform is, by its own admission, in a state of dysfunction (which helps explain the “slowness”).[30] Also 45% of SA land is currently in white ownership, not 80+%. Also, another 25% is in the ANC-controlled state’s possession.[6] In the early 2000’s, concern over food-security and whether beneficiaries of land reform will be able to farm successfully fell on deaf ANC ears. This is consistent with ideologically-driven rather than pragmatically-driven redistribution. As a result, 90% of farms transferred to blacks have failed.[9]

Land reform shows NDR-ideology at work in the following way :

Assess the “balance of forces”. Impatience among blacks around the slowness of land reform presents a favourable “balance of forces” for moving forward in the process of assuming control over the lever of power that is (white farmers’) property rights. For the purpose of winning popular support from blacks for this (and winning the “battle of ideas”), capitalize on their impatience and their Apartheid-emotions. Alongside citing (incorrectly) that 80+% of land is still in white possession, blame white farmers for retarding land reform (by blaming “willing-buyer-willing-seller”). Now, with popular support and polarization against white farmers (necessary because SA is still a democracy), attempt to assume control over farmers’ property rights with the Green Paper on Land Reform.

Note: The ANC shifting the blame for the slowness of land reform away from themselves and onto white farmers is also an example of the ANC’s use of polarization to rally support (root cause 2 of SA’s polarized state).

2.6 The ANC’s ideology – other manifestations

(Keep in mind the polarizing effects of the issues listed under this heading)

In a similar fashion, white farmers are blamed (often baselessly) for abusing their workers.[6] And to “protect” the workers, the ANC wants to pass the Draft Land Tenure Security Bill that entitles farmworkers’ extended families to commercial farming on the farmer’s farm, again an attempt at violating farmers’ property rights.[6][12]

The ANC’s support of the singing of the “shoot the boer/farmer” chant is also explicable in terms of their commitment to the NDR. Still regarding themselves as a liberation movement that needs to continue the revolution(NDR) against Apartheid (or at least the legacy thereof), explains their current day affinity to this chant that originated during Apartheid. This chant also serves as a means of keeping the liberation- and revolutionary-mindset alive among the younger generation of blacks.[3]

Julius Malema and the ANC Youth League’s demands of farm-seizures and nationalization of mines and banks is NDR-ideology[2][3] : assume control over all levers of power with the intent of redistribution from whites to blacks. Malema calling Botswana “neo-colonial” is also an expression of the colonisers-vs-colonised thrust of NDR-thinking.

The ANC’s commitment to this ideology also explains their (often warm) association with dictators from other countries.[3] For example, Jacob Zuma was one of the voices who criticized NATO for their armed intervention during the Libyan uprising against Gadaffi. (NATO is the “colonisers” meddling in African-affairs).[31] Also, the ANC has repeatedly shown expressions of warmth towards Robert Mugabe and the Zanu-PF of Zimbabwe.One of the most recent being reference [32]. Mugabe is known for his rants against the European “imperialists/colonisers”.

Back home in SA, alongside Cadre Deployment, Affirmative Action as a means to demographic representativity has resulted in huge incompetence in state-run institutions.[1][10] This is because black demographic representativity is ideologically more favoured than competence. For example, vacant positions will often be left open rather than to appoint a white to them.[10]

Employment Equity forces employers to have their employee-demographics conform to racial demographics.[1][10] Further tightening of this law is proposed.[11][12]

Cadre deployment has the side-effect of promoting corruption.[3] This is because being a cadre places one in a position where one is less likely to be held accountable for misconduct. Corruption in SA have become synonymous with the ANC.[1][14]

Cadre deployment have put the appointment of judges under ANC-control.[3][6]

2.7 The ANC’s ideology – consequences and the risk of genocide

Pursuit of the NDR-ideology requires the propagation of elements of the first five of the eight stages of genocide. Classification revolves around race. Symbolization revolves around race, “white” wealth and “black” poverty. Dehumanisation ranges from milder forms (for example, blaming white farmers for retarding land reform and for mistreating their workers on a large scale) to the characteristic genocidal forms as manifested in the Malema-saga. The NDR requires dehumanisation to motivate popular support for it in the democracy that is SA. The ANC was always the organization propagating the NDR. Although they aren’t a characteristic genocidal hate-group, they are firmly anti-white and responsible for a lot of SA’s polarization. Only in recent years did the sub-body that is the ANC Youth League become a characteristic hate-group, driven by hate and the NDR-ideology. Polarization is the maturation of the dehumanisation required by the NDR. Polarization against whites is necessary for the NDR because it shifts the “balance of forces” into a favourable position for moving the revolution forward (See also the above-mentioned example of NDR-workings in land reform).

On a more cause-and-effect approach…

Among whites, white farmers are the most polarized (discounting white extremists. More later.). This is because they are currently the most directly threatened by the ANC. (Proposed farm-expropriation law ousting the judiciary, proposed land-tenure security law that entitles farmworkers’ families to commercial farming on the farmers property, the ANC’s support for the “shoot the boer/farmer” chant, the Malema-saga). White farmers’ subsequent hardened state is perceived as racism by blacks. The ANC capitalizes on this when vilifying white farmers as described earlier.

The NDR also has an indirect part in the mutual negative stereotyping between whites and blacks. Popular support from blacks for various aspects of the NDR-ideology, such as Affirmative Action and Land Reform, helps fuel stereotypes among whites that blacks want to marginalize and economically “milk” whites. Additionally, the incompetence brought on by Affirmative Action and Cadre Deployment helps fuel stereotypes among whites that blacks are generally incompetent and/or stupid. Corruption resulted from the NDR-cadre deployment helps fuel stereotypes among whites that blacks generally have low moral standards. All this negative stereotyping is perceived by blacks as racism.

The list can go on.

2.8 The ANC’s ideology – factors limiting the rate of its implementation

There are factors limiting the rate of implementation of the NDR. “Countervailing forces” as the SAIRR calls them. It is important to note that these factors merely limit the rate of implementation of the NDR and does not stop it. The ultimate stop of the NDR will be if SA’s blacks vote the ANC out of government (assuming SA stays a democracy). The most significant of these countervailing forces are in my opinion :

· SA’s critical vigilance, embodied in vigilant opposition political parties, a highly vigilant news-media and vigilant NGO’s (such as Afriforum who prosecuted Malema for hate speech and the SAIRR). The fact that I am able to source enough info from the SAIRR and the media to write this email testifies to this critical vigilance.

· SA’s need for foreign capital and thus, investor confidence.

More countervailing forces are listed in references [1][3][6]

The ANC realize that they need tax-revenues and thus, a sustainable economy and investor confidence. Therefore, they need to be subtle and cunning with the implementation of their ideology, for fear of undermining themselves. The result is that their ideology gets implemented in a very incremental way. Continuous exposes of the damage the ANC does to SA places pressure on them to tone down their liberation-politics. However, all the exposes of ANC-ills have helped erode their image of a moral organization which helps them keep support among SA’s black populace. These exposes have also helped fuel impatience among SA’s blacks because of the ANC’s inefficient governing of SA. This places pressure on the ANC to resort to intensification of their liberation-politics for the purpose of keeping support (again the land-reform example).

Which path does the ANC follow? It appears to me that they are opting for intensification of their liberation-politics. Evidence of this is the fact that in 2002, the ANC distanced themselves from the “Kill the boer, kill the farmer”-chant and since 2011 they are in favour of the “shoot the boer/farmer” chant. Further evidence can be seen in the fact that they are replacing the “willing-buyer-willing-seller” principle in land reform with that of expropriation. The motivation for this move is that they have disappointed their support base as a government. Therefore, to keep support, they have little choice but to try to capitalize on and propagate their support base’s emotions around Apartheid (and their own liberation movement image) by intensifying their liberation-politics.

Impatience among blacks because of the ANC’s inadequate governing has also given rise to an increasing incidence of the so-called “service-delivery protests” over the past few years. Violence is characteristic of these protests. These protests may mark the beginning of the ANC’s loss of support. It remains to be seen if the ANC loses support at the ballot box. Regarding these protests, I don’t know enough to give you a good understanding of this issue. Therefore a possible discussion of this issue will have to postponed until I know more.

That is about all I know about the ANC-ideology. Moving on…

3. Farmmurders

Farmmurders is a controversial and emotional issue in SA. Unbalanced and exaggerated views are in abundance and therefore necessitates a background-information-overview of this issue.

Stats kept by AgriSA and Transvaal Agricultural Union of SA (TAUSA) indicates the number of farmmurders on members of all races since 1991 (not 1994) at between 1000 and 2000. Most of these murders are on whites. What percentage exactly is unknown to me. The incidence of farm-attacks and –murders peaked in the period of 2000-2004 (at about 140 murders per year) and has gradually decreased since then (to about 30-50 murders per year).[15][16][17] This trend is consistent with the wider crime-trends of SA.[13]

There are about 40000 (mostly white) commercial farmers in SA[14]. Including their families, the number of white farm-dwellers can therefore be reasonably guessed at 150000 to 200000 people. I have no idea how many farmworkers or other farm-dwellers there are.

SA currently have about 16000 murders per year in a population of about 50 million people.[18]

Farm-attacks and –murders receive a lot of press-coverage compared to other violent crime in SA. This is because of the horrifying brutality common to farmmurders (committed by blacks in almost every case) in the racially polarized climate of SA, and the subsequent emotions and controversies. This brutality still happens today. References [19][20][21][22] and [23] are examples of recent such brutality.

In 2003, an extensive report on farm-attacks and -murders was published after a study of farm-attacks was conducted. There were suspicions of the report’s objectivity after the minister of security and safety held back its publication. Despite this, an SA newspaper got hold of the report and published that the driving motivation for farm-attacks is robbery, while the driving motivation for the extreme violence is racial hatred (confirming my personal view). (This media-report is on the SA page of your website.[24]) In the summary of the formally published report, I couldn’t find any written conclusion that racial hatred played an important role in the violence.[25] An important finding of this report (regardless of the report’s objectivity on the issue of race-hate) is that the perpetrators of farm-attacks are almost exclusively young unemployed black men with a low level of education.

Afriforum (a pro-Afrikaner/Boer civil rights group) and the Transvaal Agricultural Union of SA campaigns for awareness of farmmurders. Therefore, they easily make the farm-attack and –murder problem seem more prevalent than it really is, especially Afriforum.

Because of the brutality of farmmurders and the apparent racial nature of these crimes in the polarized climate of SA, the view have taken root (mostly among white extremists) that farmmurders are an ANC-orchestrated genocide, rather than evidence of pre-genocide dehumanisation and polarization. White extremists have even gone so far as to fabricate stats to indicate that the farmmurder-tally now approaches 4000 out of a white farm-dweller population of about 14000. As far as I know, a blogger have already warned you about this misinformation and provided more detail.

On the flip-side, I have reason to believe that the same blogger will argue that stage 5 (polarization) is too high a warning level for SA. Even before Julius Malema’s rise, I believe your assessment that farmmurders placed SA at stage 5 was reasonable and correct, given the following facts :

· hate-crimes/extreme violence during farm-attacks

· committed against whites

· almost exclusively by impoverished unemployed uneducated young black men

· who’s dismal circumstances originated during Apartheid

Therefore it is reasonable to deduce that hate-crimes during farm-attacks is manifestations of polarization against whites among the impoverished unemployed black youth because of Apartheid.

4. SA’s white extremists

As mentioned earlier, white extremists are known to assert that genocide against whites is currently underway in SA. They often publish polarizing material on blogs and hatesites. They often exaggerate the ANC’s racialism. I didn’t mention them directly in my previous email because, firstly, I know the aforementioned blogger have already brought them under your attention (and most surely provided details), and secondly, I believe their influence in SA is limited.

As an indicator of their limited influence : a strong sentiment among white extremists is the ideal of a “Volkstaat” (literally translated to “nation state”). This ideal is to have a portion of SA given to the Afrikaner/Boer where they can rule themselves as an independent country. An attempt to achieve this via a legal route was the emergence of the VVK (“VolksraadVerkiesingsKomissie” translated to “Nation-council Election Commission”). The VVK’s purpose was to organise an election for the Afrikaner/Boer population to choose a group of representatives who would further the cause of an independent state for Afrikaners/Boers. The indicator of SA’s white extremists’ limited influence is this : out of an Afrikaner/Boer population of about 2.52 million, only 23000 voters voted in the VVK-election.[26][27] It may be argued that this low voter-number was due to the fact that the VVK got very little press-coverage, which can also serve as an indicator of the limited influence that SA’s white extremists have. 

Most of whites’ polarization against blacks is fuelled by the ANC’s racially driven politics and policies alongside negative stereotyping of blacks (fuelled by blacks’ allegiance to the ANC-sentiments and various other issues that reflect poorly on blacks’ image) rather than white extremist polarizing material. I believe, however, that white extremists’ racism (sometimes evident among the comments under media-reports, for example) plays a part in fuelling the stereotype among blacks that whites are racist. More details of the workings of SA’s polarization can be found in my original email.

5. Examples of direct manifestations of SA’s polarization

The more genocidal-type of polarization in SA is known to you. To try to help fill any gaps you may have in your picture of SA, I’ll point you to manifestations of the wider and milder forms of polarization.

Some time ago, emeritus archbishop Desmond Tutu called for the taxation of the beneficiaries of Apartheid, or a so-called “white tax”. This sparked heated national debate. SA’s polarized state manifested in the comment-sections under these related media-reports :
