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South Africa: Zimbabweans’ Shelter Raided

The police raided the Central Methodist Mission in central Johannesburg, where hundreds of Zimbabweans had taken refuge, hauling people in pajamas to a police station. Bishop Paul Verryn sheltered about 1,200 people at the church, which has become a haven for Zimbabweans fleeing their country. Police officers could be heard asking people taken from the church for their residency permits. The authorities have been struggling with the influx of migrants. South Africa is believed to have one of the largest communities of Zimbabwean refugees, estimated at three million.
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
