Sudan: Echoes of Past Civil War in Oil Town Clashes

Thousands of civilians fled when former opponents in Sudan’s civil war between north and south clashed in the oil-rich central town of Abyei, officials said. The fighting, set off by a local dispute, highlights the tension in an area claimed by the governments in Khartoum and South Sudan. More than three years after a 2005 peace deal, they have not agreed on borders or a local government for the region. 
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
