Sudan: Gunmen Kill a Peacekeeper 
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Eight gunmen attacked a group of international peacekeepers on patrol in Darfur on Tuesday, killing one of them. It was the first time a peacekeeper had been killed there since the International Criminal Court issued an arrest warrant for Sudan’s president on March 4, accusing him of war crimes in the region. “This was not a carjacking gone wrong,” said Kemal Saiki, spokesman for the joint United Nations-African Union force. “This was a cold-blooded ambush.” 
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
